Then on Sunday, 21st June we will have the June Solstice, the 

shortest day of the year in southern hemisphere where the sun is directly 

above the Tropic of Cancer. We also have a Partial Solar Eclipse starting at 

about 6.45am on Sunday 21st June and at its maximum effect at about 7.45 

am – remember not to look into the sun without proper protection.
